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Pomanders

'I will have my pomander of most sweet smell, Also my chains 
of gold to hange about my necke."  
    
 "Brooke of Robin Conscience" (about 1600) 

 
 

Pomanders have been used by people for hun-

dreds of years to carry fragrances on their per-
sons.  They were used to sweeten the air and to 
ward off disease believed to be caused by bad 
air (foul odors). Beeswax was impregnated with 

ambergris , musk, or civet and carried in round 
or apple shaped containers with grills or perfora-
tions, suspended from the belt, girdle or neck 

chain.  Among the wealthy, these containers were usually of 
gold or silver and frequently ornament with previous gems. 
One found in the Thames is in the collection of the British Mu-
seum. 

 
 
To make your own pomander, take a cake of beeswax and 
shave off a few pieces.  Work the pieces in your hands until it 

warms and softens.  This will not work if your hands are cold.  
Add a drop or so of essential oil, such as clove, cinnamon, 
musk or your favorite. Continue until you have a ball at least 

the size of a walnut.  Wash your hands well.  Some of the es-
sential oils can burn the eyes if you get the oil in them. The 
wax ball can be carried in a cloth bag or a wood or metal box 
with perforations. 

   
A non-period pomander, but one fun to 
make with your children, requires an ap-

ple, orange, lemon or lime, whole cloves, 
powdered orrisroot, cinnamon, ground 
cloves, ground nutmeg and ground all-
spice.  If you want to hang the pomander, 

wrap ribbon around the fruit as a cage and  
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mark the placement.  No cloves will go in these areas.  Use a 
toothpick, skewer or knife to prick the fruit and insert the 
whole cloves. The whole fruit, excluding the areas to be cov-
ered by the ribbons, should be covered with cloves.  Roll in a 

mixture of the other spices daily for a week and then add the 
ribbon.  If preferred, the ribbon can be omitted and the po-
mander put in a drawer to scent the contents or in a bowl in 
the room for a very holiday scent. The pomander may be re-

freshed by rolling in the spice mixture or by a few drops of es-
sential oils.  They also make good gifts. 
 

 
Basic recipe: 
7-8 pieces of fruit 
1/2 pound of whole cloves 

1/4 cup ground cinnamon  
1/4 cup ground cloves 
   2 tablespoons ground nutmeg 

   2 tablespoons ground all spice 
1/4 cup powdered orrisroot

with incorrect links for older issues.  
 

EQUESTRIAN:   
Practices: 
Mountain Edge now has combined archery/equestrian prac-
tices monthly – the September one was put back on the calen-

dar because there were, after all, no horses at Summits Coro-
net and there are at least two individuals who had planned to 
get their authorization cards at either the practice or the 

event.  
 

Equestrian Practice 9/15/07: 
Number of riders:4—Number of horses: 3—Gate: 8 
 

Events:  
Honey War – Barony of Glymm Mere, Randle, WA site, August 

10-12, 2007 
Macha was the EMIC for this event. It was lightly attended, 
and not just by equestrians – a rumor had been spread prior 
to the event that it had been cancelled, about which Macha 

was informed once she’d reached the site. Once again, despite 
promises that water had been restored, upon her arrival no 
running water was available. This was successfully negotiated 
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with the site owner’s staff, so that sufficient water was pro-
vided (in 55 gallon drums, clean, with food grade liners) for 

the horses coming to the event and also to fill the games 
bases so that the challenge course could occur. An additional 
biff was also provided in the northwest corner of the EQ area 
(something that proved key during Crown). The support of 

these staff folks (who did this after their normal working 
hours) was very gratefully received. 
 

We had 8 riders and 2 horses, but still supported three 
mounted town cries, authorizations (3 new riders, 1 upgrade 

to intermediate, and 1 new youth beginner ground crew, 
equestrian presentations in court, and a horse observing court 
after the final mounted town cry. Master Togrul attended this 
event to ensure that the site was prepared for the Kingdom 

Equestrian Championship, and his support (and that of his 
Lady) was vital in supporting the ceremonial aspects of horses 
at this event.  All post-event forms (report, waivers, authori-
zation cards) were sent on their way on time. 
 

William Tell XXII, Rivers Bend, WA August 24-26, 2007  
Macha and Ken attended this event, with Macha and Ersebet 
Janos (our current Shire Archery Defender) sharing Ace in the 
Rivers Bend equestrian championship tourney, and Ken having 

the chance to shoot some archery rounds, help ground crew, 
and attend a class after which he was appointed a Senior TAM. 
This friendly event was a wonderful weekend. Her Majesty 
Miranda came, for court and to convey to us (Master Togrul as 

KEO, Earl Sir Edward as outgoing champion, and Macha as 
EMIC) Her directions for the tourney to select the next King-
dom Equestrian Champion. Macha took careful notes and, as 

Her Majesty requested, posted the course and scoring and an-
ticipated schedule on all the AnTir horse-related Yahoo groups 
early the following week. The “Blue Wheelers” were also pre-
sent and a competition on them was held Saturday evening 

(these are fake horses built using barrels on wheeled carts – 
some in the Shire may have seen them at Twelfth Night – and 
Macha got an award for being the first to fall from them (the 

poor steed fell over on her, and it subsequently had to retire 
from the field due to a broken steering handle, though a full 
recovery is expected). 
 

September Crown – Barony of Blatha An Oir, Randle, WA site, 
August 31 – September 3, 2007 

Macha served as EMIC for this event and brought Ace and 
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Gala to ensure support for ceremonial activities, such as Their 
Majesties’ ride into the Saturday opening court (held in the 

equestrian area). September Crown saw both the selection of 
our next Kingdom Equestrian Champion and an Inspiration 
Tourney to allow those competing at the walk or trot, or 
youths or those otherwise not eligible to contend for Cham-

pion to ride the same challenging course. There were 14 
horses, 18 riders, and 36 folks who helped with ground crew, 
a wonderful turnout of AnTir equestrians. 
The new Kingdom Equestrian Champion is Lady Francesca da 

Monte, riding her favorite Langs’ rental horse, Lakota. In addi-
tion to the tourneys, authorizations, and supervised practice 
times, the Madrone Equestrian Guild taught ground crew and 

banner painting classes, and a processional by Their Majesties 
as well as the Riderless Horse Ceremony were supported. 
Event details are being reported on the AnTir lists. All post-
event forms (report, waivers, authorization cards) were sent 

on their way on time. 
 

At Crown, the wonderful parchment scrolls prepared by Tegan 
were presented to Thorkel and Sven, who were delighted at 
these works of art and very honored by the hand-made parch-

ment and the traditional inks and the scribal excellence. They 
will be consulting a professional frame store to ensure their 
preservation.  
 

Autumn War – Barony of Blatha An Oir, Randle, WA site Sep-
tember 4-9, 2007 

Macha served as EMIC for this event, which had 5 horses (two 
having to leave prior to the Championship Tourney) and 15 
riders. The Autumn War Equestrian Champion is AnnTaylor, 

huzzah! We supported authorizations, supervised practices, 
limited trail riding, IKEqC, EMIT opportunities, mounted arch-
ery practice, and a challenge tourney which included mounted 
archery as an option for the first time, as well as one mounted 

town cry and a processional to the war with the group leader 
being followed by his mercenaries and the others joining in 
their side, a great public spectacle accompanied by a piper. All 

post-event forms (report, waivers, authorization cards) were 
sent on their way on time. 
 

Problems since last report:  
Need clarification of August council meeting notes concerning 
negative effects from the attempt to work with the Summits 

PEO to have horses at Summits Fall Coronet. Macha was able 
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to meet with the PEO Lady Glythir, Master Togrul (KEO), and 
Earl Sir Edward (Lady Glythir is his apprentice) about this 

topic at William Tell and was told that the confusion had been 
sorted out and that the equestrian insurance had never been 
ordered, so that the personal check Macha had sent to TP to 
reimburse the EQ insurance had been shredded rather than 

being returned to her. Macha’s current understanding is that 
there were no expenses related to horses incurred by the 
event, and was not informed by the PEO of any lingering con-
cerns to be addressed. Are these comments therefore related 

to the Barony itself rather than the Principality? Macha has 
now met a number of folks living in TP’s boundaries who are 
very interested in equestrian activities and would like to en-

courage them in growing equestrian in TP.  
 

Plans for October:  
EMIC Shire practice 9/15 and attend Shire council meeting 
9/16. Attend the Emprise of the Black Lion in Kent WA. Assist 
as possible and requested in the shire preparations for St. 

Crispin’s Day. Frantically catch up with work obligations post-
poned because of the hectic event schedule in August and 
early September.

autocrat requirement s):  Tegan and other council 
members present had not worked on these yet. 

2.  Acorn War:  Next year’s event is on the calendar. August

3. Defender’s Tourney:  Dates: March 22, 2008.  Need an 

event steward. 
4. Shire Inventory:  Nothing new. 
5. St Crispin’s: Report on St Crispin’s Harvest: 
 

The extra portable toilet has been ordered, we now have two. 
This cost brings us up to $180.00 at this time. The budget was 

for $200.00.   I still hoping to bring this under budget. This is 
only possible because THL Macha has graciously agreed to 
make Lamb Roast for the Shire contribution to the pot luck.  
THANK YOU Macha and Ken! 
 

We have all combat Marshals covered and THL Gianna Visconti 
will be our List Mistress.THL Ciaran Cluana Ferta will be our 
Master of Ceremonies for the Scottish Rules Croquet.  Mistress 

Tamar the Serene has agreed to judge the Straw into Gold 
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contest. Arnorr Greybeard will be one of the judges for the 
brewing contest. The other judges will be the winners of the 

Armored, Rapier and Archery Contest. 
 

The schedule is on Kingdom the calendar. 
 
Ersebet our Archery Defender has sent out her challenge she 

did a nice job.  We have 2 croquet sets for Scottish Rules Cro-
quet.  
 

Prizes are in the works, THL Tegan of Conwy has made 3 limp 

parchment books(thank you). Rapier winner gets amethyst 
Tudor rose beads.  Archery challenge (not part of the De-
fender Tourney) a bone carving of a feather.   Armored Tour-
ney, a painted silk banner or felted wool banner made with 

their arms or a design of their choice.  Straw into Gold a bone 
needle with linen thread dyed by yours truly.  Scottish Rules 
Croquet, one of the limp parchment books.  Brewing contest 
has 3 categories, one will get a limp parchment book, another 

gets a bone carving and the last I am looking for a nice bottle. 
The bobbing for apples I thought candied ginger. Needs a con-
tainer of some kind.
